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Assembly Instructionsfor Adirondack Chair, Extra-wide Adirondack Chair and Kids Adirondack Chair

Thank you for purchasing Old-Growth Again patio furniture. OGA is dedicated to restoration forestry. Sales of
patio furniture finance our restoration work in California redwood forestlands.

Toolsrequired: ¥>-inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer.

Your chair was partialy disassembled into 4 parts: two sides, seat and back rest. It is assembled with 10 carriage
bolts (8 short, 2 long), 10 washers and 10 nuts.

On the following page, a series of photos demonstrate the steps to re-assembl e the adirondack chair. The extra-
wide adirondack chair and the kids adirondack chair are assembled in the same way except the part sizes vary:

Photo 1: Unpack your chair and make sure you have Photo 3: Take one of the two sides of the chair and
4 parts and a package of carriage bolts, washers and attach it to the seat. The sides of the chair have two
nuts. 2 X 4 support legsthat hold the 2 X 6 armrest. Each

of the 2 X 4 support legs has two pre-drilled holes
that correspond to pre-drilled holes on the side
support of the chair seat.

Photo 2: Take the seat and place it on the ground as
shown.

Photos 4 & 5: Take the chair seat and aign the pre-

drilled bolt holes to the bolt holes on one of the two
chair sides. The chair side bolt holes have numbers
written next to them. The chair seat bolt holes have
