Do not alter
the electrical cord or plug in any way.

® o not insert foreign objects into the air intake or outlet grills. This
may result in damage to the air purifier or electric shock.

® Do not block the air intake or outlet grill as it could damage the air
purifier.

® Do not use the air purifier outside or in a wet environment such as a
bathroom. Do not let the air purifier come in contact with water.

® Discard the plastic packaging around the filter before use, otherwise
it could cause damage to the motor.

Unplug the air purifier when not in use.

Only run the unit on a flat, stable surface. If wall mounted, ensure
that the air purifier is level and securely mounted.

® Do not place anvthing on top of the unit.

® Do not place the unit directly on or against soft furnishings (for
example curtains), near heat sources (for example heaters, ovens,

fireplaces, etc), or near combustible gases or oxygen tanks,

® Do not touch any part of the air purifier if your hands are wet.

® Keep the unit at least 6 feet from electronically
sensitive devices such as a TV, radio, etc to
avoid interference.

® Keep both sides of the unit at least 4 inches from
a wall.

® Do not blow air directly into the air purifier.

® Do not place the unit where the air intake or outlet
grille could come in contact with a curtain.

® Placing the unit close to the source of the air
pollution can improve the overall air quality of
the room more quickly.

®FPlace the air purifier in a well-ventilated location
of the room.



How to Install The Filter}

® With the front of the unit facing up, pull up on
the lower end of the front cover as shown in the
diagram.

® After pulling up, push the cover toward the
display panel at the top of the unit as shown in
the diagram.

@ (Grasp the upper parts of the right and left recesses,
and remove the filter.

® pemove the filter from the plastic bag and insert
the filter into the air purifier with the arrow
pointing inward.

@ Insert the top of the front cover first and then
snap in the lower part of the cover.

The digital display timer displays
the number of hours the unit will
run before stopping. This can bhe
set from 1 to 12 hours.

All four ionizer symbols are lit
when the ionizer is on.

4. HEPA Filter Replacement Indicator
When all five of the bars are lit,
the filter should be replaced.

After replacing the filter, press
the RESET button to reset the filter
indicator.
